1         Objects of Club

1.1      Objects

           The objects for which the Club is established are:

              (a)   to govern, administer, develop, foster, promote, including but not limited to the football activities of members
              (b)   to prevent any infringement of the Constitution, by-laws and policies of the Club and provide facilities for settlement of disputes and to determine any breaches of the Constitution, by-laws or policies of the Club

              (c)   to introduce, impose sanctions whether by suspension, expulsion or any other form of punishment for breach of the constitution, by-laws or policies of the Club

              (d)   to regulate and determine the members to be admitted in competitions and the terms and conditions of such admissions

              (e)   to promote, provide for, regulate and manage football players playing in football competitions
              (f)    to co-operate with Association (soccer) Football and other bodies in the development of, or otherwise in relation to, Football, the Statutes and Regulations and the Laws of the Game

              (g)   to facilitate the provision and maintenance of playing and ancillary facilities including but not limited to football as to further the objects of the Club
              (h)   to the extent that it is in the best interest of the Club, to import, export, manufacture, produce, treat, buy, sell, exchange, let or hire and generally deal in all kinds of goods, plant, machinery, merchandise and articles of any kind
              (i)   to the extent that it is in the best interest of the Club, to control and regulate television broadcasting, advertising, newspaper articles, radio broadcasting and any form of communication as relate to the Club’s objects

              (j)   to carry on any business, enterprise or undertaking in any sphere or activity which is permitted by law

              (k)  to provide an appeal process from decisions of judiciaries or like bodies affecting Members, Office Holders and Registered Participants

2         Income and payments

2.1      Club’s Application of income

                    All the Club’s profits (if any), other income and property, however derived, must be applied only to promote its objects

         2.2      No dividends, bonus or profit to be transferred to Members

                    None of the Club’s profits or property may be transferred to the Members, directly or indirectly, by any means but the Club may make loans to members on terms and conditions as the Club may determine from time to time
         2.3      Payments in good faith

                    Article 2.2 does not prevent the payment in good faith to an officer or Member, or a firm of which an officer or Member is a partner or to a company of which an officer or Member is a director or shareholder including any such payment for one or more of the following purposes:
                       (a)  remuneration for services to the Club

                       (b)  for goods supplied to the Club in the ordinary course of business

3         Membership
3.1      Members

              (a)  Membership of the Club will be divided into the following categories:

                     (i)     Executive Members

                     (ii)    Committee Members

                     (iii)    Financial Members

                     (iv)   Registered Participant
                     (v)    Life Members

     (b)  The Executive may pass a by-law in respect of each category of        membership providing for, among other things:

            (i)      criteria for admission

            (ii)     functions

            (iii)    any requirement to pay fees

      (c)  A Member who does not comply with a by-law passed under article 3.1(b),  may, at the absolute discretion of the Executive:
            (i)      have their membership terminated by the Executive;

            (ii)     have their voting rights suspended
      (d)  In addition to the categories of Membership referred to in article 3.1(a), the Executive may establish any other category of Membership they think fit

      (e)  Voting member of the Club shall be Executive Members, Committee Members, Financial Members, Registered Participants and Life Members collectively referred to in this Constitution as Members

3.2      Registered Participant
           Each Committee Member must ensure that:

               (a)   each Registered Participant:

            (i)     agrees to be bound by this Constitution, the Laws of the Game, the Statutes and Regulations and those of the by-laws expressed to apply to or in relation to that category of Registered Participant (Relevant By-laws)
            (ii)     without limiting article 3.2(a)(i), agrees to pay the fees and subscriptions set out in, or determine according to, the Relevant By-laws

            (iii)    is notified on registration of how and where a copy of the Laws of the Game, the Statutes and Regulations and the Relevant By-laws can be obtained; and

      (b)    who does not comply with article 3.2(a), may, at the absolute discretion of the Executive:
            (i)     have their membership terminated by the Executive

            (ii)    have their voting rights suspended; or

            (iii)   prohibit the registered participant from any football activities of the Club or that Member

3.3      Rights of Non-Financial Committee Members
           A Non-Financial Committee Member:

               (a)    is to be counted in a quorum under article 5.1
               (b)    subject to any separate agreement with the Club to the contrary, has no obligation, and may not be required, to pay any subscription or other amount

               (c)     is entitled to receive notice of meetings of the Club

               (d)     is entitled to attend and speak at meetings

               (e)     is entitled to vote at any meeting

3.4      Admission of Members

               (a)     Application for Membership as a Member shall be made annually to the Club for a term of twelve (12) months and in such manner as prescribed from time to time by the Executive

               (b)     The Executive may refuse an application for membership where in the reasonable opinion of the Executive it would not be in the Club’s interest to accept the application for membership

               (c)     Any application for membership as a member must provide that the member severally agree to be bound by the Constitution, the By-laws, policies of the Club and the Statutes and Regulations

               (d)     Membership ceases at the expiry of each twelve (12) month term

               (e)     Only an entity may apply for admission as a member
               (f)      At the completion of each Annual General Meeting of the Club the Chairman shall declare the Committee Members for the ensuing twelve (12) months

               (g)     Where an application for membership has been refused the applicant prior to commencing any proceedings in a Court of Law must exhaust the grievance procedure under this Constitution

3.5      Ceasing to be a Member

           A Member ceases to be a Member on:

               (a)    resignation

               (b)    becoming of unsound mind or liable to be dealt with in any way under a law relating to mental health or convicted of a criminal offence which carries a jail sentence

               (c)     the termination of their membership according to this Constitution

               (d)     refusal for admission to the Club under this Constitution for membership

               (e)     the entity ceases to exist or is unable to pay its debts

3.6       No claim against the Club

            A member whose membership ceases has no claim in their capacity as a Member or former member against the Club or the Executive, for damages or otherwise

3.7       Limited liability

            Members have no ability in that capacity except as set out in article 20.1

4          General meetings

4.1       Annual general meeting

            Annual general meetings of the Club are to be held the second Tuesday of November each year
4.2       Notice of annual general meeting

            The Executive shall be required to give fourteen (14) days notice, by advertising in one local newspaper
4.3       Power to convene general meeting

            The Executive may convene a general meeting when they think fit and must do so if required 
4.4       Notice of general meeting

            Notice of a meeting of Members must be given 

4.5       Executive to attend general meetings
            An Executive must receive notice of and attend and speak at all general meetings

4.6       Cancellation or postponement of general meeting

               (a)     Where a general meeting (including an annual general meeting) is convened by the Executive they may, if they think fit and at least 48 hours prior to the meeting is to be held, cancel the meeting or postpone the meeting to a date and time they determine

               (b)     However, this does not apply to a meeting convened:

                     (i)     by Members 
                     (ii)    by the Executive at the request of Members: or

                     (iii)   by a court

4.7       Written notice of cancellation or postponement of annual general meeting
                        Notice of cancellation or postponement of an annual general meeting must state the reason for doing so and be advertised in one local paper

            4.8       Contents of notice postponing annual general meeting

                        A notice postponing an annual general meeting must specify:

                           (a)     the new date and time for the meeting

               (b)     the place where the meeting is to be held, which may be either the same as or different to the place specified in the notice originally convening the meeting
4.9       Business at postponed annual general meeting
            The only business that may be transacted at a postponed annual general meeting is the business specified in the notice originally convening the meeting

4.10     Non-receipt of notice

            The non-receipt of a notice convening, cancelling or postponing a meeting by, or the accidental omission to give a notice of that kind to, a person entitled to receive it, does not invalidate any resolution passed at the meeting or at a postponed meeting or the cancellation or postponement of the meeting

5         Proceedings at general meetings
5.1      Number for a quorum
           Subject to article 5.3, five (5) members being present and eligible to vote are a quorum at a general meeting

5.2      Requirement for a quorum

   (a)     An item of business may not be transacted at a general meeting unless a quorum is present when the meeting proceeds to consider it
   (b)     If a quorum is present at the beginning of a meeting it is taken to be present throughout the meeting unless the chairman of the meeting (on their own motion or at the request of a Member who is present) declares otherwise

5.3      Quorum and time

            If within 30 minutes after the time appointed for a general meeting a quorum is not present, the meeting:

               (a)     if convened by, or on requisition of, Members is dissolved; and

               (b)     in any other case stands adjourned to the same day in the next week and the same time and place, or to such other day, time and place as the Executive appoint by notice to those entitled to notice of the meeting

5.4      Adjourned meeting

               (a)     At a meeting adjourned under article 5.3(b), three (3) Members being present and eligible to vote are a quorum

               (b)     If a quorum is not present within 30 minutes after the time appointed for the adjourned meeting, the meeting is dissolved

5.5      President to preside over general meetings

               (a)     The President is entitled to preside at general meetings

               (b)     If a general meeting is convened and there is no President, or the President is not present within 15 minutes after the time appointed for the holding of the meeting or is unable or unwilling to act, the following may preside (in order of entitlement):

                     (i)     the Senior Vice-President (if any)

                     (ii)    an Executive chosen by a majority of the Members

                     (iii)   the only Executive present

5.6      Conduct of general meetings

               (a)     The chairman of a general meeting:
               (i)     has charge of the general conduct of the meeting and of the procedures to be adopted

               (ii)    may require the adoption of any procedure which is in their opinion necessary or desirable for proper and orderly debate or discussion or the proper and orderly casting or recording of votes; and

               (iii)    may, having regard where necessary to the GUIDE, terminate discussion or debate on any matter whenever they consider it necessary or desirable for the proper conduct of the meeting

         (b)     A decision by the chairman under this article is final

5.7      Adjournment of general meeting

                     (a)     The chairman of a meeting may at any time during the meeting adjourn   the meeting or any business, motion, question, resolution, debate or discussion being considered or remaining to be considered by the meeting

                     (b)     The adjournment may be either to a later time at the same meeting or to an adjourned meeting at any time and any place

                     (c)     The chairman may, but need not, seek any approval for the adjournment

                     (d)     Unless required by the chairman, a vote may not be taken or demanded in respect of any adjournment

                     (e)     Only unfinished business is to be transacted at a meeting resumed after an adjournment

5.8      Notice of adjournment meeting
                       It is not necessary to give any notice of an adjournment or of the business to be transacted at any adjourned meeting unless a meeting is adjourned for one month or more

5.9       Deciding Resolutions at General Meetings

            Subject to the GUIDE Resolutions shall be carried at General Meetings of the Club if:

               (a)     An ordinary resolution by a simple majority; and

               (b)     A special resolution by 75% majority;
                of the total votes cast in favour of the resolution

5.10      Equality of votes

             If there is an equality of votes at a general meeting whether on a show of hands or on a poll, the resolution shall be deemed to have been lost

5.11      Declaration of results

   (a)     At any general meeting a resolution put to a vote of the meeting must be decided on a show of hands unless a poll is properly demanded and the demand is not withdrawn

   (b)     A declaration by the chairman that a resolution has on a show of hands been carried or carried unanimously, or by a particular majority, or lost, and an entry to that effect in the minutes of the meeting of the Club, is conclusive evidence of that fact

   (c)     Neither the chairman nor the minutes need to state and it is not necessary to prove, the number or proportion of the votes recorded for of or against the resolution

5.12      Poll

               (a)     If a poll is properly demanded, it must be taken in the manner and at the date and time directed by the chairman and the result of the poll is the resolution of the meeting at which the poll was demanded

               (b)     A poll demanded on the election of a chairman or on a question of adjournment must be taken immediately

               (c)     A demand for a poll may be withdrawn

               (d)     A demand for a poll does not prevent the meeting continuing for the transaction of any business other than the question on which the poll has been demanded

5.13      Objection to voting qualification

               (a)     An objection to the right of a person to attend or vote at the meeting or adjournment meeting:

                     (i)     may not be raised except at that meeting; and

                     (ii)    must be referred to the chairman of the meeting, whose decision is final

               (b)     A vote not disallowed under the objection is valid for all purposes
5.14      Chairman to determine any poll dispute

                       If there is a dispute as to the admission or rejection of a vote, the chairman of the meeting must decide it and their decision made in good faith is final and conclusive

8.3        Eligibility for Life Membership

             A general meeting of the Club on the recommendation of the Executive may nominate an individual as Life Member of the Club
8.4        Nomination Requirements

             The Executive may invite nominations for life membership of the Club in recognition of contributions of an individual in furthering the objects of th Club and its Members

                (a)     A member may nominate an individual for life membership

    (b)     The nomination shall be in writing in the form determined by the Executive from time to time

    (c)     Set out reasons why, in the opinion of the nominator, the nominee should be considered for life membership

    (d)     Nominations for admission to life membership shall be considered by the Executive at the next general meeting after the nomination is received
    (e)     The Executive may, without giving reasons for doing so, accept or reject the nomination

    (f)      A nominee is admitted to life membership if:

      (i)     the Executive recommend that the nominee be admitted to life membership; and

      (ii)     the recommendation is approved by 75% majority of members present at the Annual General Meeting at which the recommendation is considered

8.5        Distinguished Service Award
                   (a)     The Executive may establish awards for distinguished service by any individual for services to the Club
                   (b)     Procedures and rules for nominating for and confirming such awards shall be set out in the by-law or other instrument setting up these special awards

8.6        Rights of Life Member

             A Life Member:

                (a)     is to be counted in a quorum under article 5.1

                (b)     subject to article 3.5 has the right to remain a Life Member

                (c)     subject to any separate agreement with the Club to the contrary, has no obligation, and may not be required, to pay any subscription or other amount

                (d)     is entitled to receive notice of meetings

                (e)     is entitled to attend and speak at meetings

                (f)      is entitled to vote at any meeting

9         Executive

9.1      Number of Executives

           The Executives of the Club shall be five (5) in number and elected in accordance with this Constitution and comprise:

                (a)     President

                (b)     Senior Vice President

                (c)     Secretary

                (d)     Treasurer

                (e)     Junior Vice President

 (d)     The President, Senior Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer and Junior Vice President shall be elected by Members

9.2      Eligibility

                (a)     A person who:

                     (i)     subject to article 3.5 a member of the Club

                     (ii)     has fulfilled article 3.3 for twelve months if not a member of the Club
                (each a disqualifying position) may not hold office as an Executive
  (b)     An Executive who accepts a disqualifying position must notify the other Executive of that fact immediately and article 9.6 applies

9.3      Nomination for election

                 (a)     A Member may nominate a person for election as an Executive

9.4      Term of office

                          An Executive elected or appointed as an Independent Executive shall subject to article 9.6 hold office for a term of twelve (12) months

9.5      Executive elected at general meeting

                 (a)     At a general meeting:

                     (i)     at which an Executive resigns; or
   (ii)    at the commencement of which there is a vacancy in the office of an Executive

                  the Club shall, by resolution, fill the vacancy by electing a person to that office

  (b)     An Executive elected under this articles takes office at the end of the meeting at which they are elected

  (c)     If one of the Executives to retire is the President, the election to fill that office must be held before the election to fill the other vacancies

  (d)     At the general meeting where a Committee Member retires the Executive must inform the general meeting the name of the new member appointed to replace the retiring member

9.6      Casual vacancy

                 (a)     An Executive may at any time appoint a person to be a Committee Member to fill a casual vacancy
                 (b)     A Committee Member appointed under this article holds office until the end of the term of the Committee Member in whose place the member was appointed

                 (c)     Service as a Committee Member under this article is a full term of office for the purpose of articles 9.4 and subject to articles 3.5

9.7       Vacation of office

                           The office of an Executive becomes vacant when the GUIDE says it does and also if the Executive:

     (a)     becomes of unsound mind or a person whose person or estate is liable to be dealt with in any way under a law relating to mental health
     (b)     resigns office by notice in writing to the Club

     (c)     accepts appointment to, or becomes the holder of a disqualifying position

10        Powers and duties of Executives

10.1     Executive to manage Club

                           The Executive is to manage the Club’s business and may exercise those of the Club’s powers that are not required, by the GUIDE or by this Constitution, to be exercised by the Club in general meeting
10.2     Specific powers of Executives

            Without limiting article 10.1, the Executive may exercise all the Club’s powers to borrow or raise money, to charge any property or business or give any other security for a debt, liability or obligation of the Club or of any other person

10.3     Appointment of attorney

            The Executive may appoint any person to be the Club’s attorney for the purposes, with the powers, authorities and discretions, for the period and subject to the conditions that they think fit

10.4     Provisions in power of attorney

            A power of attorney granted under article 10.3 may contain any provisions and convenience of persons dealing with the attorney that the Executive thinks fit and may also authorise the attorney to delegate (including by way of appointment of a substitute attorney) all or any of the powers, authorities and discretions of the attorney
10.5     Minutes

            The Executive must cause minutes of meetings to be and kept according to the GUIDE
______________________________________________________________________

11        Proceedings of Executives

11.1     Executive meetings

            The Executives may meet together for conducting business, adjourn and otherwise regulate their meetings as they think fit. The Executives consent, by accepting nomination as an Executive, to meetings being held using any technology that gives the Executives as a whole a reasonable opportunity to participate. To avoid doubt, this includes meetings held by telephone, video conferencing, etc.
11.2     Questions decided by majority
                 (a)     Subject to article 11.4, a question arising at an Executives’ meeting is to be decided by a majority of votes of the Executives present and entitled to vote
11.3     Chairman’s casting vote

            Despite article 11.2, on an equality of votes on a question arising at an Executives’ meeting the Chairman has a casting vote

11.4     Quorum

            Until otherwise determined by the Executives, three present in person are a quorum

11.5     Effect of vacancy

                 (a)     The continuing Executives may act despite a vacancy in their number

  (b)     However, if the number of Executives is reduced below the number required for a quorum, the remaining Executives may act only for the purpose of filling the vacancies to the extent necessary to bring their number up to the number required for a quorum or to convene a general meeting

11.6     Convening meetings

            The Chairman or two Executives may convene an Executives’ meeting

11.7     President to preside at Executives’ meeting

                 (a)     The President is entitled to preside at Executives’ meetings

                 (b)     If the President is not present and able and willing to act within 15 minutes after the time appointed for a meeting or has signified an intention not to be present and able and willing to act, the following may preside (in order of entitlement):
                     (i)     the Senior Vice President (if any)                     

                     (ii)    an Executive chosen by a majority of the Executives present
11.8     Committees

                 (a)     The Executive may delegate any of their powers to Committees

                 (b)     The President shall appoint the persons to a Committee after consultating with the Executives

                 (c)     The Executives may remove a Committee or Member of the Committee or amend or remove any powers delegated to the Committee prior to the Committee commencing to exercise its delegated functions

11.9     Powers delegated to committees
                          A Committee must exercise the powers delegated to it according to the terms of the delegation and to any directions of the Executive

           Powers delegated to and exercised by a committee are taken to have been exercised by the Executive

11.10   Committee meetings
            Committee meetings are governed by the provisions of this Constitution dealing with Executives’ meetings, as far as they are capable of application

11.11   Circulating resolutions

                 (a)     The Executive may pass a resolution without a Executives’ meeting being held if all of the Executives who are entitled to vote on the resolution sign a document containing a statement that they are in favour of the resolution set out in the document

                 (b)     Separate copies of the document may be used for signing by Executives if the wording of the resolution and statement is identical in each copy

                 (c)     The resolution is passed when the last Executive signs

11.12   Validity of acts of Executives

            Everything done at an Executives’ meeting or a Committee meeting, or by a person acting as an Executive, are valid even if it is discovered later that there was some defect in the appointment, election or qualification of any of them or that any of them was disqualified or had vacated office

12       By-laws
12.1    Making and amending By-laws

                 (a)     The Executive may from time to time:

   (i)     make By-laws which in their opinion are necessary or desirable for the control, administration and management of the Club’s affairs; and

   (ii)    may amend, repeal and replace those By-laws,

   but only to the extent the Club can do so under articles 12.2

                    (b)     Subject to articles 12.2, the Club in general meeting, may amend, repeal and replace any By-law made by the Executives, but that does not affect the validity of anything previously done by the Executive or anyone pursuant to that By-law
 12.2    Effect of By-law

               A By-law:

                    (a)     is subject to this constitution

                    (b)     shall not be inconsistent with the Constitution and to the extent there exists any inconsistency, the By-law of the Club shall be of no effect

                    (c)     must be consistent with this Constitution and, if not, the Constitution prevails to the extent of any inconsistency; and

                    (d)     when in force, is binding on all Members and has the same effect as a provision in this Constitution

13        Seals

13.1     Safe custody of common seals

              The Executive must provide for the safe custody of any seal of the Club

13.2     Use of common seal

            If the Club has a common seal or duplicate common seal:
                 (a)     it may be used only by the authority of the Executive: and

                 (b)     every document to which it is affixed must be signed by an Executive and be countersigned by another Executive, or another person appointed by the Executive to countersign that document or a class of document in which that document is included

14.1     Inspection by Members

           Subject to the GUIDE, the Executive may determine whether and to what extent, and at what times and places and under what conditions, the accounting records and other documents of the Club or any of them will be open for inspection by the Members
14.2     Right of a Member to inspect

            A Member does not have the right to inspect any document of the Club except as provided by law or authorised by the Executive or by the Club in general meeting

15        Service of documents

15.1     Documents includes notice

            In this part 15, document includes a notice

15.2     Methods of service

            The Club may give a document to a Member:

                 (a)     personally

                 (b)     by sending it by post to the address for the Member in the Register or an alternative address nominated by the Member

                 (c)     by sending it to a fax number or electronic address nominated by the Member

15.3     Methods of service on the Club

            A Member may give a document to the Club:

                 (a)     by delivering it to the Registered Office

                 (b)     by sending it by post to the Registered Office
                 (c)     to a fax number or electronic address nominated by the Club

15.4     Post

            A document sent by post:

                 (a)     if sent to an address in Australia, may be sent by ordinary post

                 (b)     if sent to an address outside Australia, must be sent by airmail

15.5     Fax or electronic transmission

            If a document is sent by fax or electronic transmission, delivery of the document is taken:

16         Indemnity

16.1      Indemnity of officers

             Every person who is or has been:

                 (a)     an Executive

                 (b)     a Committee Member

             is entitled to be indemnified out of the property of the Club against:

                 (c)     every liability incurred by the person in that capacity (except a liability for legal costs)

                 (d)     all legal costs incurred in defending or resisting (or otherwise in connection with) proceedings, whether civil or criminal or of an administrative or investigatory nature, in which the person becomes involved because of that capacity

            unless:

                 (e)     the Club is forbidden by statute to indemnify the person against the liability or legal costs; or

                 (f)     an indemnity by the Club of the person against the liability or legal costs would, if given, be made void by statute

16.2     Insurance

            The Club may pay or agree to pay, whether directly or through an interposed entity, a premium for a contract insuring a person who is or has been an Executive, Committee Member against liability incurred by the person in that capacity, including a liability for legal costs, unless:

                 (a)     the Club is forbidden by statute to pay or agree to pay the premium

                 (b)     the contract would, if the Club paid the premium, be made void by statute

17       Winding up

17.1    Contributions of Members on winding up

           Each Member must contribute to the Club’s property if the Club is wound up while they are a Member or within one year after their membership ceases

           This contribution is for:

                 (a)     payment of the Club’s debts and liabilities contracted before their membership ceased

                 (b)     the cost of winding; and

                 (c)     adjustment of the rights of the contributories among themselves

           and the amount is not to exceed $20.00

17.2    Excess property on winding up

           If on the winding up or dissolution of the Club, and after satisfaction of all its debts and liabilities, any property remains, that property must be given or transferred to another body or bodies:
