CONSTITUTION OF EAST BANEKSTOWN SOCCER CLUEB INCORPORATED.

Repeal of Previcus Constitution.

Any previous constitution, rules, regulations or minutes
of the East Bankstown Soccer Club, are, to the extent
that they are inconsistent with this Constitution which
was adopted at a Special General Meeting called for that
purpose on 22nd April, 1587 hereby rescinded.

Name of the Club.

The Club shall be known as East Bankstown Soccer Club
Incorporated (hereinafter referred to as the Club) and
its address shall be that of the Secretary holding office
at the time.

Obiects of the Club.

a) to encourage and foster Association (soccer)
football
b} to encourage, assist and foster any other sport as

ghall be decided by the Club at a Special General
Meeting called for that purpose.

c) to raise funds to enable object (a) and (b) to be
carried out.

Gender.

Everything in this Constitution applying to the male
gender shall apply equally to the female gender.

Membership.

a) Membership of the Club will only be limited by vote
of financial members at the Annual General Meeting,
or at a Special General Meeting called for that
purpose, such limitation to be decided by a three
guarter majority of members present and entitled to
vote. =

b) Membership fee shall be decided by a majority vote
of members present and entitled to vote, at an
Ordinary General Meeting.



c) Life members or patrons may only be appointed at the
Annual General Meeting. In the event of a member
proposing to appoint a life member at least twenty-
one days notice in writing must be given to the
Secretary. It shall be sufficient notice to all
members if the Secretary gives 7 days notice by
advertisement in one local newspaper. The
qualification for life member shall be at least five
years service with the Club and a three quarter
majority vote of all members present and entitled to

vote.

Patrons shall be nominated at the Annual General
Meeting. Patrons cannot be nominated without their
prior consent. Intending Patrons are to be informed
that becoming a Patron is their own decision, that
they are under no further obligation to the Club and
that the Club has no ckligation to deal with them,
if they are proprietors of a business.

Liability of Members.

The liability of members to the debts and liabilities of
the Club shall be limited to the amount of the current
membership fee.

Conduct.

All members and players shall conduct themselves in a
gentlemanly manner and in the tradition of good
sportsmanship, and by their conduct bring esteem to the

Club.

Any member or player violating the rules of the Club, or
misconducting himself, or acting contrary to the general
policy of the Club, may be suspended or expelled by a
vote of three quarter majority of members present and
entitled to vote at a Special Meeting convened for the
purpose of which at least twenty-one days notice has been
gsent in writing to him by the Secretary.

Voting at such a meeting shall be by secret ballot.

Any member so expelled, shall forfeit all claims to the
property and privileges of the Club, and shall cease to
be a member.
